Photograph - Head shot of rider (passport style) for the racecard.  This is for our continued efforts to promote and raise the profile of the Newmarket Town Plate

Also note that the Horses Passport must be brought on the day for inspection by the duty veterinary officer.

SUMMARY OF THE RULES

1.
This year’s race will be run on the Round Course at Newmarket on SATURDAY 25th AUGUST prior to the first race.
2.
The distance of the race is 3 miles 6 furlongs.

3.
Riders carry 12 stone and must be 16 years of age.  Overweight is limited to 14lbs.  Any rider in excess of this will be required to withdraw and the entry fee will be refunded.

Professional Jockeys, Stable Lads and Grooms are not eligible to ride.  Ladies, other than Stable Girls, may ride.  Before riding in the Town Plate, riders must satisfy the Stewards that they meet any one of the following qualifications:

RIDERS QUALIFICATIONS

(a)
Have ridden in the Town Plate in the previous 3 years and completed the course; 

OR

(b)
Be holders of an Amateur or Ladies Rider’s Permit, issued by any recognised Turf Authority;

OR
(c)
Have ridden in a  GB or Irish point-to-point in the previous 3 years and completed the course; 

OR
(d)
A certificate must be sent at time of entry (draft attached hereto) proving competence to ride thoroughbreds at racing pace over 3 miles 6 furlong course, signed by a Licensed Trainer or Permit Holder.


Details of each rider’s qualifications must be given at time of entry - Para 5.

In the case of Para (d) above, certificates must be forwarded to THE CLERK OF THE COURSE, WESTFIELD HOUSE, THE LINKS, NEWMARKET, SUFFOLK, CB8 0TG to arrive by the time fixed for the closing of entries.  In all other cases, the Stewards reserve the right to require riders to prove evidence of eligibility to ride before weighing out for the race.

HORSES QUALIFICATIONS

4.
To qualify for entry, a certificate (draft attached) must be sent at time of entry signed by a licensed trainer/permit holder stating that the trainer/owner has sufficient knowledge and experience to ensure that the horse will be suitably fit enough to take part in a race over 3 miles 6 furlongs.

And A, B OR C

(a)
Have started in a race, and completed the course, run under the rules of any recognised Turf Authority in any country since 1st January 2010; 


OR

(b)
Be trained by a BHA or Irish Licensed Trainer or Permit Holder; 

OR

(c)
Have been placed first, second or third in a GB or Irish point-to-point steeplechase



since 1st January 2011.

5.
The entrance fee will be £30.  The prizes will be as follows:

Entries must be made to THE CLERK OF THE COURSE no later than Friday 17th August 2012.  Entries must give the name, age, sex and breeding of the horse, the name and address of the owner, the name and qualifications of the rider, the qualifications of the horse and the colours to be worn.  
Entry to include pages 1,2 and 3, a cheque for £30 made out to Newmarket Town Plate and a copy of the horse’s passport and inoculation pages
ENTRIES WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED BY PHONE OR EMAIL
6.
Veterinary Surgeons will be in attendance, and entrants are asked to note that if in the opinion of one of the Official Veterinary Surgeons any horse is unfit to take part in this 3 miles 6 furlong race, they shall report the horse to the Stewards of the Meeting, who will then WITHDRAW THE HORSE FROM THE RACE AND REFUND THE ENTRY MONEY.

7. 
Veterinary surgeons will take note of the bitting of every horse in the parade-ring.  No bitless bridles will be allowed.

8.
BHA approved skull caps and body protectors must be worn.  

9.
Riders must bring their own weight cloths and lead.  

10. 
No rider shall be weighed out for the race unless the name of the horse and rider have been given in writing on the pre-described declaration form to the Clerk Of The Scales, not less than three quarters of an hour before the time fixed for the start of the race.  
11.
Passports must be available for inspection at declaration by the BHA veterinary officer and horses must be vaccinated in accordance with BHA Rules.  Any irregularities with the passport may result in the withdrawal of the horse. A copy of the  horses passport needs to be lodged with the Director of Racing at least 7 days before the race.
12.
All horses entered do so under the condition that they may be routinely tested for prohibited substances in accordance with BHA Rules. 
13.
Horses competing in the town plate are allowed to utilise the stabling at the Links but in order to do so, the horse must be trained by a licensed or permit trainer. Stable staff will be allowed into the yard provided that they have a BHA authorised stable pass.

14.
In the interest of safety, the maximum number of runners permitted will be 30.


Only the first 30 entries therefore, will be accepted.

15.
All riders riding in the race must ensure that they have adequate personal accident insurance
